In order to connect your PC to the HMC
Anomaloskop instead of the hand-held control
unit, use the serial cable delivered with the
software module and the same jack.

4 THE PATIENT DATA MANAGEMENT SYSTEM

When you turn on the PC, it first loads the
operating system and then displays the
OCULUS logo. The patient data management
system can now be activated with a click of the
mouse or by pressing any key.

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4.1 Select Patient

All patients who have been examined up to
now are listed alphabetically at the left of the
screen.

If there are more patients than can be shown in
the screen, the list can be scrolled upwards or
downwards with the Windows slide bar.

To find the desired patient more rapidly in the
list, enter the patient's last name in the
"Patient"” box (at the upper left). Each new
letter which is entered narrows down the

4.2 Create New Patient File

Press the "[Clear]" screen button before
entering a new patient into the patient data
management system. This removes any
previous patient data from the "Patient”
window. Now enter the new patient’'s complete
last name, first name and date of birth in the
"Patient” window at the upper left.

An ID number for the patient can be entered,
but is not required.

search, and the display is simultaneously
updated.

In addition, the patient can also be found by
means of the ID number. (However, this
requires that the "Name" box is empty.)

After the patient's name has been found in the
list, click it to transfer it to the "Patient"
window. (All existing examination data of the
patient is then listed simultaneously in the

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4.3 Delete /| Move Examination Results

Two screen buttons are found below the
list of examinations. The functions
activated by these buttons always modify
the last examination results which were
clicked:

"[Delete Exam.]"

This function makes it possible to delete
the results of individual examinations
from the patient data system.

After activation of the screen button, the
question again appears whether this set
of examination results is indeed to be
deleted.

"[Move exam.]" opens a corresponding
window with the patient list.

The correct patient can now be selected
from this list.

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4.4 Patient Data

4.4.1 Rename Patient Data

Patient data can be subsequently
modified by clicking the "[Rename Pat.]"
screen button and correcting the patient
data as desired in the "Change Patient
Data" window which then appears.

Activate the "[Update]" button to take
over the corrected data.

4.4.2 Delete Patient Data

Patient data can be deleted with the "[Delete
Pat.]" screen button.

4.4.3 Export Patient Data

This function makes it possible to copy patient
and examination data from the PC to another
data medium (e.g. diskettes).

To do so, activate the "[Export]" screen button.
A window appears which consists of two data
boxes.

The upper box describes the data set which is
to be exported, the lower box identifies the
target data carrier.

The "Data medium dest.” box.

Enter the disk drive to which the data set is to
be copied on the "Directory” line (e.g. "A:\" for
a diskette).

A subdirectory can also be named on the same
line (e.g. "A:\February\").

To export the results of only one examination,
select them in the list of examination results
before activating the "[Export]” screen button.

"Include CCD image"
This box has no relevance for the HMC
Anomaloskop program.

4.4.4 Import Patient Data

(e.g. from a diskette to the hard disk or to a
directory of the PC)

The "[Import]" screen button starts this
function.

These two storage space entries show the
amount of storage space required and that
which is available on the target data carrier.

The data set is copied after activation of the
"[Export]" screen button;

the screen button "[Cancel]” interrupts this
process with no transfer of data.

A list appears showing the patients who are
present on the data carrier. All examinations
results of each patient are listed after selection
of that patient.

If the results of only one examination are to be
imported, these can be clicked in the list of
examination results.

Import is started with the "[Import data]”
screen button.

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4.5 Data Backup (Data Copy)

4.5.1 How to Make a Backup Copy of Data

The "[Backup]® screen button opens the
"Backup” window, which consists of two
boxes: "Save" and "Restore".

Use these boxes to name the directory into
which data will be saved or from which it will
be loaded. For example, this might be "F:\",
that is an external disk drive with exchangeable
data carriers (removable hard disks)

Backup

The data can be saved according to different
criteria:

e "Save all data"
A backup copy will be made of all
examination and patient data.

« "Changed and new data only"
A backup copy will be made only of those
data which have been changed or newly
created since the last backup.

"Including CCD image"
This function has no relevance for the HMC
Anomaloskop.

Note = Data backup can take a good deal of
time depending on the amount of data; you
should therefore carry out this function when
the PC (or the HMC Anomaloskop) will not be
required for a longer period of time.

Click the "[Save]" screen button in order to
start data backup.
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4.5.2 Data Restoration

This function reloads data from a backup data
carrier into the system.

The restoration of already stored data can take
place according to different criteria:

e "Delete existing data first"

Caution! = This function deletes all
presently stored examination results of the
patient before restoring patient data from a
data carrier. Therefore no other examination
data will exist after restoration than that
which is now found on the backup data
carrier.

4.5.3 Automatic Backup

It is also possible to carry out data backup
automatically. In this case, new examination
data are always saved at the end of the
examination program. Use the "Settings" menu
to activate this function.

e "Add examination data"
This function adds examination data now
present on the data carrier to already
existing examination data of the patient.

Click the "[Restore]" screen button in order to
start the restoration process.

This function should only be used if an
additional disk drive with exchangeable data
carriers is present.
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4.6 Change Settings

Activating the "[Settings]” screen button
causes the "Change settings"” menu to appear.

Now vyou can adapt the patient data
management system to meet your own needs:

¢ Language
Sets the language used by the program for
output (German, English, French, or Italian).

¢ Date format
Changes the date display. The following
successions can be selected:
Day/Month/Year (DMY)
Month/Day/Year (MDY)
or Year/Month/Day (YMD).
The sign separating them can also be
selected.

e Sort
The patient list can be sorted according to
patient names or ID numbers.
It is expedient to sort by names if you
usually search for patients by name and by
ID numbers if these are usually used to call
patient data to the screen.

Date

Use this box to change the system time and
date.

Automatic backup
The automatic backup function is activated
by clicking the "Enable" box.

The backup directory, into which data is to
be saved must be selected. This directory
will then be used as backup directory for
normal backup processes.

Import / Export

Is used to select the drive - with sub-
directory if desired - from which data is
imported or to which data is to be saved.
